22, in the Niedersachsenhalle. The free jumping and the presentation of the licensing
results will be broadcasted live on the Internet. The Premium stallions will be presented
after the free jumping. Saturday, October 23, is the day of the Stallion Sales. Following the
lungeing of the stallions, the auction of licensed and non-licensed stallions will start at 3.00
pm. The Verden Stallion Sales is not only the stepping stone for top-class studs. Federal
Champions and Olympic Champions have already been discovered on this occasion, too.
More and more riders take the opportunity to purchase a first-class horse for competition
sport.
